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Curriculum Overview

Book Focus:
This half term we will be reading the book, The
Adventures of Odysseus, written by Hugh Lupton.

English:

In English, we are continuing our learning focus on
skills in story writing: using dialogue to move stories
on; using expanded noun phrases and prepositions
to describe setting and using powerful verbs,
adverbials and conjunctions to describe
action/events.

Maths:

In Maths, we will be developing our knowledge
about angles/2d shapes; statistics (inc. graph) and
geometry (position and direction). In addition to
this, children will also be consolidating their skills &
knowledge that they have developed throughout
the year.

Science:
Our science topic this half term is Forces and
Magnets.

History: Life in Ancient Egypt
Music: Playing melody/rhythm with a developing

level of accuracy and control with an instrument
(recorders & ukulele)

Year 3 PE days will continue to be on
Tuesdays, this half-term we will be playing
athletics and outdoor adventurous
activities.

We will be outside whenever possible so
please make sure that your child has
suitable clothing to cater for all weather
conditions.

Each week, your child will receive:
